“Among the leading export-
ers of agricultural products,
Brazil, the European Union
and Thailand increased their
exports by 6 per cent, 5 per
centand 0.2 per cent respect-
ively in 2023. The other
seven economies in the top
10 saw a decrease in their ex-
ports of  agricultural
products. Collectively, the
top ten exporters represen-
ted a 71.9 per cent share in
world exports in 2023,
noted a report on key in-
sights and trends related to
WTO Trade Statistics 2023.

RBI’s FAR policy shift
may rattle bond markets

Exclusion of new issuances of
